The New Orleans Musicians Clinic is an innovative not-for-profit occupational medicine, wellness and housing partnership offering help to New Orleans-based musicians. The Emergency Fund was established to aid musicians displaced by Hurricane Katrina.

“Co-founder Johann Bultman has a unique formula for aid. By combining donated goods and services with existing services, NOMC supplies $12 worth of service for every $1 raised.” Nan stated. “With our goal of $100,000, our effort could translate to $1.2 million from Chicago to New Orleans musicians.
